Cambridge Artists' Cooperative Jury Application
The Cambridge Artists' Cooperative (CAC) is a gallery of Contemporary American Craft located in the vibrant retail district of Harvard Square, Cambridge, Massachusetts. CAC carries an eclectic array of all craft media, handmade in the USA. We represent over 100 artists, living and working in the United States, with an emphasis on New England.
CAC was established in 1989. We continue to thrive, more than 30 years later, selling to a customer base of local professionals, American and international tourists and craft aficionados. We have received the NICHE "Top Retailer of American Craft”, NICHE "Top 10 Retailer of American Craft”, NICHE "Top 100 Retailer of American Craft”, “Best of Boston - Best Crafts" by BOSTON Magazine, and "Best Craft Gallery" by the TAB Reader's Choice Poll. We have been featured in Yankee Magazine, Crafts Report, NICHE Magazine and American Style.
Artist owned and operated, our 1,000 square foot gallery sells work exclusively on consignment. We use a point of sale/inventory control system which ensures accurate record keeping and reporting starting with receiving merchandise and throughout the sales cycle, ending with issuing commission checks to consignors for goods sold on a monthly basis. Commission checks are mailed promptly with an itemized sales report.
CAC offers several levels of commitment:
Consignment: Consignors have no obligation to participate in gallery activities. Consignors receive wholesale value of works sold.
Volunteer Associates (VA’s): In return for a higher percentage of sales, VA’s volunteer in the gallery 15-16 hours a month (two 8-hour days)  for 60% of sales. Any consignor can request VA status, but the determination is at the discretion of the Members. For 24 hours in the gallery (3 days) a VA can earn a 65% commission on his/her work.
Membership:  The members have the ultimate responsibility for the running the gallery.  They receive a higher commission on their sales. In return, they work in the gallery approximately 24-32 hours a month, have committee responsibilities, and are required to attend monthly meetings. The present members vote to accept new members after they have demonstrated their level of commitment to the gallery.
The members review applications on an ongoing basis (except December when there is no jury). Work is evaluated on the basis of originality of design, craftsmanship, marketability, and appropriateness for CAC. We will not accept any work that is in conflict with an existing consignor’s work. Work is accepted for a minimum two-month trial period.
Application Procedure

Applications are submitted online. We request that you provide a link to your website or send us images of your work along with pricing as a first step. If we are interested in your work we may ask you to bring in a few pieces so that we can see it firsthand. Please do not drop off any work at the gallery unless we request you to do so. 

If you do not live nearby and we request that you send us a few pieces for additional review, please ship your work to us in a re-useable, clearly labeled box with a check for return UPS fees (including insurance if needed). Note: check is required if you will not be picking up your work from the store. Work submitted without shipping fees cannot be returned. While your work is at CAC it is fully insured.
You will be notified by email of our jury’s decision within two weeks of your application being received. Work accepted by the jury should be received in the gallery within one month of notification of acceptance, or by special arrangement.
